Winter 2010 Sunday School Offerings

The Stories of Jesus— Matthew tells us that the religious leaders of Jesus’ day and the common people
alike were astonished by Jesus’ teaching. They asked questions like “Where did this man get this wisdom?”’
“Is not this the carpenter’s son?” and they exclaimed “No one ever spoke like this.” One of the secrets of
Jesus’ influence was his effective use of stories to illustrate his message—the scriptures call them parables.
Matthew further tells us “All these things Jesus said to the crowds in parables; indeed, he said nothing to
them without a parable.”

This course, which will be led by Dr. Pickell, will meet each Sunday January through March, except
the first Sunday of the month, in the Conference Room at 9:55 AM. It will explore what a parable is, the
various types of parables Jesus told, and how they connected with common folk. It will then look at exam-
ples of these stories, which on the surface may seem simple, and attempt to discover their deeper meaning.

A book discussion class, discussing John Ortberg’s The Life You 've Always Wanted (Zondervan, 1997).
Ortberg is the pastor of Menlo Park Presbyterian Church in California, regular contributor to Christianity
Today, and author of a number of books on spiritual transformation. This is his most well-known (and
best!) book. The course will run from Jan 10 until April 25, reading the book, watching a DVD from time to
time, with discussion led by Tim McConnell. Time will be taken in this class for getting to know one an-
other, and praying for one another in our lives with Christ. Feel welcome to join in at any time!

Have you ever wondered what the organization called PRESBYTERIAN WOMEN is all
about? What is its history, its purpose, its role at Meadows Presbyterian Church? This article will
answer those questions for new members of our church as well as for those who have perhaps
only a general idea in spite of announcements of MPW activities and projects in the newsletter,
bulletins, inserts, and announcements.

PRESBYTERIAN WOMEN (PW) is a church wide organization whose membership is open to all
women of the PC(USA) who choose to participate in or be supportive of the organization in
any way.

PRESBYTERIAN WOMEN is organized at all levels of the PC(USA)--in congregations, presbyte
les, and synods as well as General Assembly. This connectional systems allows ideas and infor-
mation to continually flow back and forth to strengthen the work of PRESBYTERIAN WOMEN
and the ministry of the Presbyterian Church (USA).

MEADOWS PRESBYTERIAN WOMEN (MPW) provides an opportunity for all women at Mead-
ows to enjoy fellowship and Bible study and to work together on mission projects. All Mead-
ows women are invited to become a part of this inclusive, caring community.

We are an autonomous organization and are not included in the church budget, so operating
funds come from donations and various fund raising efforts. There are no dues.

The MPW Council is made up of a moderator, secretary, treasurer, missions coordinator,
and a liaison from each of the four circles. Currently, these positions are held by these
women: Moderator Mary Alice Green, Secretary Rose Williams, Treasurer Betty Hicks, Mis-
sions Coordinator Shirley Lindsay, Joy Liaison Frances Brittingham, Hope Circle Cheryl Pear-
son, Faith Circle Nancy Richey, and Lydia Circle Julie Joyce. Linda Powell serves as the PW
Area Xl Leader of the Presbytery of the James.

MPW join with other Presbyterian Women church wide in mission projects around the

world. We participate in the PW Birthday Offering, the PW Thank Offering, the Fellowship of
the Least Coin, and Networkers, an organization which provides malaria nets for families in Af-
rica.

We also support the Presbyterian Coffee project by selling Fair Trade coffees and teas from
Equal Exchange. Additionally, we assist Church World Service by supplying items for emer-
gency cleaning buckets, school kits, or personal hygiene kits.
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On a local level, we support the Shelter for Help in Emergency (SHE) by collecting supplies
for housekeeping and hygiene.

On the fun and fellowship side, we enjoy getting together for games, crafts, dinners, and
taking day trips.

You will find additional information in brochures in the Fellowship Hall, one for MEADOWS
PRESBYTERIAN WOMEN and one for the national organization, PRESBYTERIAN WOMEN.

We believe that this passage from Romans 12-4-8 describes the belief that unifies the mem-
bers of MEADOWS PRESBYTERIAN WOMEDRL: as in one body we have many members, and

not all the members have the same function, so we who are many, are one body of Christ, and in-
dividually we are members one of another. We have gifts that differ according to the grace given
to us."

Our activities are publicized in the monthly newsletter, Sunday bulletins, inserts and an-
nouncements during worship service.
